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Art — Long Term Curriculum Map

Here at Easington C of E our whole school intention is to inspire a love of and develop an understanding
of art. We aim to do this in partnership with local artists, art galleries, museums, designers and craftworkers.
Our art program is enriched with topic related art opportunities with further links to our local art heritage
and traditions. Children are encouraged to draw in sketch books and there is a strong focus on drawing
skills across each year group. Our children will have the opportunity to explore printing, textiles, 3D work,
collage, digital media, painting and work on collaborative pieces when appropriate. We have used the
2014 curriculum to create this long-term teaching plan for Key Stage 1 and 2. Our mixed-age classes have
Year A and Year B to ensure children cover all aspects of the curriculum over a two-year cycle. Reception
will follow a Year A programme of work planned alongside possible starting points and community
interests using the EYFS Learning and Development Document, Durham Co Council 2015.

Whole School - Long Term Curriculum Plan for Art

Nursery
settings

In September children start reception in our school from a number of local EY settings. We visit
each setting to ensure a smooth transition. We build upon prior ‘Expressive Art and Design
knowledge and understanding’ as we plan for their next steps in learning. Prior experiences may
include -using mark making tools correctly. Encouraging fine motor skills to draw a range of lines
to represent shapes and objects. Exploring colour mixing using primary colours on a large and
small scale and to use a wide range of collage materials and tools to build their finger strength.

Reception

A rich programme of ‘Expressive Art and Design’ experiences are linked to half termly themes.
Adult directed activities are planned for and delivered alongside child-initiated investigations.
Inside and outside in our garden classroom, Reception children are involved in drawing, painting
and 3D exploration to build upon prior learning regarding grip and control of a variety of tools.
They explore a range of collage and natural materials. They also explore a variety of loose parts and
investigate form and function using recycled and construction materials. Children begin to build a
vocabulary of texture through quality sensory experiences that also include a progression of
malleable materials such as dough, plasticine and clay. We find out about interesting Artists from
the past to the present day and learn from local craftspeople drawing knowledge from local
community.

Critical Reference

Artist: Paul Klee

December 1879 - 29 June 1940)

Was a Swiss-born artist. His highly individual style was
influenced by movements in art that included
Expressionism, Cubism, and Surrealism. Klee was a natural
draftsman who experimented with and eventually deeply
explored colour theory,

Artist: Eric Carle

Carle uses the technique of collage for his illustrations.
Collages are pictures that are created with cut pieces of paper
glued together to create a picture. The Art of Eric Carle:
Seasons celebrates the animals, plants, and activities
associated with the four seasons. Carle illustrates the wonder
of nature at all times of year—hibernating bears in winter,
hatching chicks in spring, colourful flowers in summer, and
apple trees ripe for picking in fall. The changing seasons
guide his story of The Tiny Seed

Local heritage: Weaving History
Castle Eden

Immediately east of the Old Brewery, along the B1281 is a row of houses
forming a village once called ‘The Factory’. The Factory is named from
an extensive spinning and weaving mill works established by Rowland
Burdon in 1792 and was run by the Salvins of Croxdale. The factory was
engaged in making corduroy and sail cloth and employed 200 men,
boys and girls. Unfortunately it went out of business after the Salvins
attempted to recover an unpaid debt for goods sold to the French
government. Two members of the Salvin family, a brother and a sister
went to Paris and were imprisoned and then bankrupted in securing
their eventual release. The factory at Castle Eden closed in 1796.

- coloured wools — to make a simple weaving thinking about colour and
texture. Make simple looms using cardboard or boxes or a class pack can
be bought from YPO. Or make mini white weavings and arrange them as
sails on a ship on a collective display about the seaside and link to local
sail making heritage.
